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Homily Reflection by Rev. Cletus Imo

Reflexion de Homilia del Rev. Cletus Imo

SAVED FROM SPIRITUAL BLINDNESS

I am pleased to reflect this Fourth Sunday of Lent on Jesus,
who came to free us from spiritual blindness. Human history has
always been plagued with one problem or the other. The first read-
ing takes us back to 1000 years before Christ when God sent Sam-
uel to anoint one of the sons of Jesse to replace Saul as king after
his death. For Samuel, all of Jesse’s sons had the dignity and
physical characteristics of potential good leaders. He got stuck to
their appearances, and it took God, who could see each person’s
mind and heart, to recommend David, Jesse’s youngest son, to be
anointed.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus healed a blind man, and the truth
of this healing was quite evident in the man himself. The people
saw it and were delighted. But the religious leaders did not accept
what Jesus did before them because to do so would conflict with
them. It would challenge their inability to accept that Jesus came
from God. This deliberate attitude of the religious leaders to deny
the truth of the healing of the physically blind man demonstrates
they were spiritually blind. To be spiritually blind is to live in sin
and not see or accept it.

These religious leaders are the reason for the long Gospel
story. Jesus intended this story for them when he said that he came
that those who do not see may see, and those who do not become
blind. Some of the Pharisees say they see. Then Jesus said to
them: “If you were blind, you would not have sin. But now that
you say, ‘We see,” your sin remains” (John 9: 39-41). In this story,
Jesus exposes how spiritual blindness makes their conversion dif-
ficult.

Like the religious leaders’ community, we are sometimes
blind to our true picture. We only sometimes have a true vision of
reality. We may be blinded by beauty, by favor done to us, by the
eloquence of people, or by personal appearance, as in the case of
Eliab and Samuel in the First Reading. At times we are blind to
our way of thinking! We judge from the faulty mind, argue from
ignorance, selfishness, and prejudice or better-than-thou attitudes.
At times also, we are blind to how we speak: our harsh voice, dis-
respectful remarks, meanness, and vulgar language. We may be
abusing people but think we are having fun and fail to recognize
the impact of what we say to them. Why does Paul invite us to
change from speaking words that corrupt the mind to words that
edify our hearers (Eph 4:29)?

So, today Jesus wants us to learn from the religious lead-
ers that when our vision of reality is blinded by sin, it not only
blocks the Light of our reason but forces us to wallow in the dark-
ness of our creation and sinfulness. It is those of us who are blind-
ed by sin and living in darkness that Jesus presents himself today
as the Light of the world. He is the way out of the darkness of sin.
We live in strange times and are blinded by the world around us.
Only God’s Light can uncover the darkness of sin and free us to
walk in the path of peace with God.

As a people in need of grace, we are in constant conflict
as we struggle to develop a deeper faith in our understanding of
God. It is a conflict meant to lead us to repentance and conversion.
The religious leaders in the Gospel had a similar conflict but did
not use it positively. Today the Church invites each of us to exam-
ine the conflicts that take place in us when we hear the word of
God and allow them to lead us to repentance and personal conver-
sion. Let us, therefore, take this Lent to recognize the Pharisees in
our lives and bring them before Jesus in heartfelt repentance and
be healed of our spiritual blindness.

SALVADO DE LA CEGUERA ESPIRITUAL

Me complace reflexionar este Cuarto Domingo de Cua-
resma sobre Jesus, que vino a librarnos de la ceguera espiritual.
La historia humana siempre ha estado plagada de un problema u
otro. La primera lectura nos retrotrae a 1000 afios antes de Cristo
cuando Dios envio a Samuel a ungir a uno de los hijos de Isai
para reemplazar a Satl como rey después de su muerte. Para Sa-
muel, todos los hijos de Isai tenian la dignidad y las caracteristi-
cas fisicas de posibles buenos lideres. Se limit6 a sus apariencias,
y fue Dios, que podia ver la mente y el corazén de cada persona,
recomendar a David, el hijo menor de Isai, para ser ungido.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jests san6 a un ciego, y la ver-
dad de esta sanacion fue bastante evidente en el hombre mismo.
La gente lo vio y quedd encantada. Pero los lideres religiosos no
aceptaron lo que Jesus hizo antes que ellos porque hacerlo les
entraria en conflicto. Desafiaria su incapacidad para aceptar que
Jesus vino de Dios. Esta actitud deliberada de los lideres religio-
sos de negar la verdad de la curacion del ciego fisico demuestra
que estaban espiritualmente ciegos. Ser espiritualmente ciego es
vivir en pecado y no verlo ni aceptarlo.

Estos lideres religiosos son la razon de la larga historia
del Evangelio. Jesus pretendia esta historia para ellos cuando dijo
que vino para que los que no ven, vean, y los que no, se vuelvan
ciegos. Algunos de los fariseos dicen que ven. Entonces Jesus les
dijo: “Si fuerais ciegos, no tendriais pecado. Pero ahora que decis:
“Vemos”, vuestro pecado permanece” (Juan 9: 39-41). En esta
historia, Jestis expone coémo la ceguera espiritual dificulta su con-
version.

Al igual que la comunidad de lideres religiosos, a veces
estamos ciegos a nuestra verdadera imagen. Solo a veces tenemos
una verdadera vision de la realidad. Podemos estar cegados por la
belleza, por el favor que nos hacen, por la elocuencia de la gente
o por la apariencia personal, como en el caso de Eliab y Samuel
en la Primera Lectura. A veces somos ciegos a nuestra forma de
pensar! Juzgamos desde la mente defectuosa, discutimos desde la
ignorancia, el egoismo y los prejuicios o las actitudes de mejor
que ti. A veces también, estamos ciegos a la forma en que habla-
mos: nuestra voz aspera, comentarios irrespetuosos, mezquindad
y lenguaje vulgar. Podemos estar abusando de las personas pero
pensamos que nos estamos divirtiendo y no reconocemos el im-
pacto de lo que les decimos. ;jPor qué Pablo nos invita a cambiar
de hablar palabras que corrompen la mente a palabras que edifi-
can a nuestros oyentes (Efesios 4:29)?

Entonces, hoy Jests quiere que aprendamos de los lide-
res religiosos que cuando nuestra vision de la realidad esta cegada
por el pecado, no solo bloquea la Luz de nuestra razon, sino que
nos obliga a revolcarnos en la oscuridad de nuestra creacion y
pecaminosidad. Somos los que estamos cegados por el pecado y
vivimos en la oscuridad que Jesus se presenta hoy como la Luz
del mundo. El es la salida de la oscuridad del pecado. Vivimos en
tiempos extrafios y estamos cegados por el mundo que nos rodea.
Solo la Luz de Dios puede descubrir la oscuridad del pecado y
liberarnos para caminar en el camino de la paz con Dios.

Como pueblo que necesita la gracia, estamos en constan-
te conflicto mientras luchamos por desarrollar una fe mas profun-
da en nuestra comprension de Dios. Es un conflicto destinado a
llevarnos al arrepentimiento ya la conversion. Los lideres religio-
sos del Evangelio tuvieron un conflicto similar pero no lo usaron
positivamente. Hoy la Iglesia invita a cada uno de nosotros a exa-
minar los conflictos que se producen en nosotros cuando escucha-
mos la palabra de Dios y nos dejamos conducir por ellos al arre-
pentimiento ya la conversion personal. Por lo tanto, aproveche-
mos esta Cuaresma para reconocer a los fariseos en nuestras vidas
y llevarlos ante Jesus en arrepentimiento sincero y ser sanados de
nuestra ceguera espiritual.
